3. Determine net pay after deducting taxes and personal deductions from gross pay.

4. Demonstrate how to write checks, balance a checkbook, reconcile bank statements, and find savings account balances.

5. Determine simple interest and compound interest on savings account using different rates and compounding periods.

6. Determine interest and monthly payments on loans using different rates and compounding periods.

7. Record spending over a period of time, differentiate variable and fixed expenses, group expenses into categories, find percentage of total expenses for each category, and create a pie chart budget for monthly expenses.

8. Find purchasing cost including sales tax using credit cards, charge accounts, credit plans, and installment buying.

15. Determine insurance premiums, portion paid by the insured, cash value of a policy, and probability of living to a certain age.

16. Explain statistics used in health information, sports, advertisements, and opinions polls and identify the misuse of these statistics.
17. Identify social security crisis, factors contributing to the crisis, possible solutions, and advantages and disadvantages of each solution.  Create a presentation about one proposed solution.

18. Research various career options and identify job tasks, required education, typical hours, pay, benefits, and skills needed.
19. Compile a high school scholarship resume, job resume, and write an accompanying cover letter for an advertised position.

20. Arrange for a job shadowing experience at two different work sites, spend 3 hours observing each employee, interview each employee, and evaluate the career field and experience.
