	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

1. Sorts beads, blocks, etc by color, shape, and size

2. Makes patterns with colored cubes, bears, dinosaurs
3. Calendar is used daily using pictures according to a pattern (ex. Snowman, snowman, snowflake)

4. Mitten game, arranging mittens from biggest to smallest.

5. Arrange blocks from big to small

6. Measuring tools are used during cooking activities 

7. Measuring tools are used in the discovery table with water, sand, and noodles.

8. Engage in conversation with children about quantity and comparisons as they interact with materials throughout the day.

9. Children predict what comes next in a pattern or sequence of events

10. Children are measured during class, including their height and weight.  They are measured at least twice per year.  

11. Children visit the doctor office, which also has a variety of measurement tools.
