	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

1. Child participates in individual and group art activities
2. Child explores and uses a variety of materials to paint different types of pictures (cotton swabs, marbles, different sizes of brushes, sponges, fingers, color mixing)

3. Child explores and uses a variety of art materials to cut and attach art projects (variety of scissors, glue, tape, stapler, yarn, paper punch)
4. Child explores and builds with a variety of sizes and shapes of blocks 

5. Child squeezes, flattens, rolls, cuts, and makes shapes with play dough
6. Child uses computer art programs 

7. Adults provide opportunities to discuss art projects that the child has created 
8. Adults provide multiple opportunities for exploration of the arts (ex. space, color, balance, texture, and design)
9. Adults model art projects as well as give children time to create their own process-oriented ideas

10. Adults display children’s art work

1. A variety of art materials (paint, crayons, markers, watercolors, tempera, collage materials, paper, scissors, glue, stencils, play dough and accessories, tape, paper punch, yarn, sponges, wall paper books, colored pencils, model magic, glitter, sequins, variety of blocks, stapler, computer paint programs, etc.) that are easily accessible to children
