	WIDELY HELD EXPECTATIONS:

Child participates in a variety of dramatic play activities

· Uses words, actions, props, and other materials to portray a role, situation or setting

· Engages in role play with two or more children

Child uses imaginative play to describe characters, their relationships, and their environment during dramatic play opportunities

· Assumes the role of some else, using the appropriate voice


	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

1. Child expresses creativity using puppets, stories, dance, and plays

2. Child participates in group discussions after attending a dramatic performance or program

3. Child acts out a story that was previous read in class

4. Child talks to and plays with pretend friends, stuffed animals, dolls, and other toys
5. Engages in role play in various activities (ex. dress up, dramatic play)

6. Flannel board props are used to retell or act out stories

7. Adults provide multiple opportunities for children to act out stories, nursery rhymes)

8. Adults encourage children to tell stories and act out stories

9. Adults stress story sequencing (beginning, middle, and ending to stories)

10. Adults model, role play, and participate with children in various dramatic plays
