	WIDELY HELD EXPECTATIONS:

Child expresses strong emphasis, steady beats, and changing dynamics in various musical tempos and movements

-Responds to the beat of songs or musical instruments with complex movements (dancing, jumping, marching, clapping, etc.)

Child demonstrates an awareness of balance and body coordination

-demonstrates a wide variety of physical exercises (stretch, bend, rock, twist, cross mid-line, etc.)

Child experiences a variety of movements 

-demonstrates concepts (feelings, directions, positions, words, ideas) 
	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

1. Child uses movement to interpret or imitate feelings, animals, plants growing, seasons changing)
2. Child shows creativity using her/his body (dance, march, hop, skip, jump, sway, twist, turn, clap, stomp, animal walks, etc.)

3. Child uses props to create movement and dance
