3. Signs and posters located in classroom for children to copy

4. Display artwork in room at child’s level

5. Display all personal supplies, cubbies, etc. with child’s names

6. Model the use of writing and drawing in everyday activities.

7. Promote literacy related activities and respects children’s attempts at writing. 

8. Art supplies accessible for children to independently write on their own time during work time.

9. Children write their names and draw relational pictures about their work time activities everyday.

10.  Display ABC’s on the classroom wall.
