	WIDELY HELD EXPECTATIONS:

1. Child uses initiative, curiosity and persistence to learn about the world.

*carries out complex and varied sequences of activities independently

2. Child engages in imaginative play.

3. Child increasingly uses communication to ask questions and seek answers.
	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

1. Child asks questions, asks adults to read stories, notes and signs. 

2. Child participates in exploratory play.

3. Child engages in cooperative pretend play.

4. Child initiates interactions with peers.

5. Child joins in with others in playing games with rules.

6. Child shows willingness to learn new songs, games and stories.

7. Child notices and discusses new displays and asks about their surroundings.

8. Child tries alternative ways to solve their problems, while becoming increasingly involved and persistent.

9. Children are exposed to different environments.

10. Adult asks open-ended questions that engage child’s curiosity (hands-on activities).

11. Child responds to questions with enthusiasm and encouragement.

12. Child explores new activities and materials.
	ENVIRONMENT INCLUDES

1. A safe, natural space for children to visit and explore.

2. Opportunities for sand and water play, clay, paints, markers, books and blocks.
