	WIDELY HELD EXPECTATIONS:

Child learns and develops knowledge of scientific processes:
*shows awareness and interest in active investigations

*Makes comparisons among objects during observations

*Describes or represents events in the correct sequence

*Demonstrates an understanding of  simple cause and effect relationships
*Shows an interest in measurement of time, distance, length, weight

*Develops increased ability to compare and contrast objects (observe and discuss same and different characteristics)


	LEARNING IN ACTION: EXAMPLES

The child:

*Compares properties of objects through sink and float activities.
*Joins in discussions about similarities and differences about night and day.
*Makes handprints/fingerprints and compares with others.

*Uses eye droppers to drop colors into water.

*joins in discussions of time with daily schedule (long/short, etc)

*Learns about weight/measurement during doctor unit.  Each child’s height and weight are also taken during class.

*Plays many board games, card games, etc. that deal with opposites, cause and effect, and sequencing.

The adult:

*Leads the discussion and encourages participation about objects and events that have been observed.
*Provides many opportunities to observe nature and make predictions about natural events.  

*Provides opportunities to take nature/community walks to learn about the environment around us and to discuss the seasons, etc.
*Adds living things to the environment.  Plants are added to the classroom.  The children also plant their own plants.  Families are encouraged to bring their own pets for show and share.  Caterpillars are raised to be butterflies in the classroom.  Children observe this natural event, discuss the process, etc. 

*Many opportunities within the classroom environment are provided for children to observe and compare.

*Provides opportunities for hands-on exploration with a field trip to local farm for children to see baby animals, hold them.  Experiences such as milking goats and bottle feeding lambs may also take place.


	ENVIRONMENT INCLUDES

1.  A variety of materials from the natural world, such as rocks, plants, animals, snow, water, foods that animals eat (grass, wheat, corn, etc)
2.  Scheduled nature walks within the community are taken to observe natural events and objects

3.  Materials that encourage sand and water play in the discovery table

4.  A variety of science books, pictures, games, cards, etc that are accessible to the children
